Job Description

General Role: The volunteer National Masters Director (NMD) is responsible for overseeing the three Masters Divisions of the USAU Championship Series and is responsible for competition issues related to the Masters Divisions, under the guidance of the Manager of Competition and Athlete Programs.

Specific Role: The NMD oversees and helps organize the Masters Divisions of the USAU Championship Series, currently including the Masters Open Division, Master Women’s Division, and Grand Masters Division. This job includes recruiting, overseeing and solving problems related to the Masters Regional Coordinators. The NMD is responsible for working with the Manager of Competition and Athlete Programs (MCAP) to recruit quality volunteers to fill vacant positions, for communicating USAU policies and procedures to and through these volunteers, and for facilitating communication of issues related to the Masters Divisions to and from USAU HQ. The NMD also helps formulate procedures within the Masters Divisions and sees to t heir development and implementation.

The NMD deals with administrative and competition matters for the Masters Divisions. This includes gathering input from coordinators and players and presenting it to the MCAP, Managing Director, and/or the CEO when applicable. The NMD will help USAU HQ identify issues, concerning Masters Ultimate, which needs to be addressed both within and outside of the Championship Series. This input will be important for the development of the division and growth-specific USAU Outreach programs.

Appointment Of: The National Masters Director is appointed by Managing Director with the recommendation of the MCAP. The NMD serves a two-year term and can be appointed to consecutive terms.

· Oversee competition issues related to the Masters Divisions of the USAU Championship Series
· Oversee club Masters regional coordinators
· Assists the MCAP in the development of procedures for the Masters Divisions
· Attend Division Championships
· Attend Competition Committee Meetings twice a year

· Enthusiasm for Ultimate and for Masters Ultimate
